John C. Downing: “This name can have four origins and it is now impossible to separate them unless the country of origin is known.

One English origin is from the Old English word dun (hill, dunne) and the other is from the Old English word dunn (dark, swarthy). The Saxon suffix –ing, when used with a location word, meant ‘of, from’ and when used with a personal name, meant ‘son of’—thus a man from the hill or dune area or a son of Dunn.

In England, Richard Duning, John Dounynne, John Downing, 1623-84, gave his name to Downing Street and to Downing College.

In Scotland, the name Dunning is a place name, spelled Dunine in 1200, later Dunyn and now Dunning. This place furnished the names of James and John Donyng, witnesses in Perth in 1541. Later spellings could have varied to Downing.

In Ireland, two Gaelic names, O Duinnin (heir, descendant of the brown one) and O Dunadhaigh (heir, descendant of the worker at the fort) were first Anglicized to O’Downey, O’Dooney and O’Downing and then shortened to Downey and Downing.

Burke’s General Armory describes the English arms and Irish arms are registered in the Herald’s office in Dublin.

Francis Downing arrived in Virginia in 1624 and William Downing held land there prior to 1657. Emanuel, Maldon and Theophilius Downing were in Massachusetts in 1639-42.
Three of the name were officers in the American Revolutionary Army.”

To my sons James Downing and Ezekiel Downing one survey of land lying on Reed Creek in Montgomery County called Blue Spring to be equally divided between them, the lower half to be James' and the upper to Ezekiel.

My land lying in Bedford County to be sold. Price thereof equally divided between my sons Andrew and Ezekiel Downing and my daughter Martha Downing after deducting from said price 20 pounds current money of Virginia which I give to my daughter Margaret McFarland.

To my daughter Mary Yoakum ten shillings besides what she has all ready received.

All the residue of my estate to be equally divided between sons Andrew and Ezekiel and my daughter Martha."

In addition to Mary or 'Polly' born 1779 and James born 1788, Ezekiel and Rachel had Elizabeth (Betsy), (maybe the one who married Abraham Nossier of Lincoln County, Kentucky), Nancy (maybe the one who married William Montgomery in Mercer County). John, Andrew, Margaret (Peggy born 15 Dec 1792 married William Harris, went to Missouri), Ezekiel Junior born 25 Aug 1795 (to Lincoln County, Missouri married Margaret Markle) census Grayson County, Kentucky 1810 lists Ezekiel Downing and wife over 45, 3 males 10-16, 1 male 16-26, 1 female 12-25. Rachel and Ezekiel's son James born 1788 in Kentucky married Martha Casey, first child born 9-5-1811 died 12-7-1811, William Casey Downing born 12-11-1817 Kentucky. Family went to Lincoln County, Missouri. Genealogy and History #6320.

“Circumstantial evidence points to emigration from Ireland in 1740 (Williams, The Downing Family). Settled on Reed Creek, Augusta County (now Wythe County) Virginia. Bought property in Bedford County and probably settled there in 1761. Will dated 14 Nov 1777, proven 22 December 1777, Russell Parish, Bedford County, Virginia, Will Book 1 p266. Sons John and James named executors.” Carmen Finley, 4820 Rockridge Lane, Santa Rosa CA 95404, 707-544-2072.

Frank L. Williams, a descendant of Ezekiel Downing: “The obviously intense Scotch Presbyterianism of the Downings from our earlist information, makes me believe that the first John goes directly back to the transplanted Scotch Covenanters of the north of Ireland. The time and area in which he settled in Virginia is full of them. His neighbors were all of the same breed. In 1749 he was a witness to the will of Samuel Crockett, a neighbor on Reed Creek in what is now Wythe Co., Va. This Samuel was a relative of my wife’s Col. Hugh Crockett of Montgomery Co., Va. (the Crocketts were another intense Presbyterian group), and we have been able to follow them. They entered the country through New York and settled in Pennsylvania, and then some moved on down into Western Virginia at a very early date. They came originally from the north of Ireland. In their case, they were Hugenots, and can be traced back to France.”

I also leave it with my wife Jean Downing to proportion to John Downing and Ezekiel Downing as near as she Can to William and Andrew, and I do rattafie and confirm This as my last will and Testament.    John Downing."

Mrs. Downing is not the oldest person in the county in point of years, but in the sense that she came here at an earlier date and having continuously resided in the county longer than any one else now surviving. She was born in Franklin County, Virginia, March 20, 1827, the family having come here in the fall of the same year, when she was but a babe of six months, two years after the county was organized and ten years before the organization of Dick Johnson Township. Luke Akers, the father of Mrs. Downing, was one of the very few pioneers who settled the Bee Ridge country prior to 1830, who drove a yoke of oxen through from Virginia. The Downing family joined the infant Bee Ridge colony three years later, in 1830. On the 19th day of October, 1848, she married William Y. Downing, who died 30 May 1886. The Akers family settled on the north side of Otter Creek and the Downing family on the south side. William Y. Downing was an older brother of John S. Downing, who celebrated his eightieth anniversary on the 5th day of April. His request was complied with, with the assurance that a good job had been done. The shoes not only staid on during the time of the round trip, but all through the succeeding winter, until worn down perfectly smooth, when, to removed them in the spring, he had to take the mare back to the shop to have them pulled off…As an example of the experiences of the pioneers of the county in having their grain reduced to breadstuff, John S. Downing, of Dick Johnson township, recalls a trip which he made at sixteen years of age, on horseback, with two bushels of wheat, to Kinsler’s mill, in Putnam county, the distance of about twenty miles. As he could not have his grist ground on the day that he went he staid over night, with permission to sleep in the mill; then, owning to the death of a child in the miller’s family that night, he could not have it ground until a day later, so he returned home to a late breakfast, the first meal that he had after leaving home the previous day. On the morning of the third day he returned to the mill, bringing home the flour at a late hour of the day. Thus, two bushels of wheat were converted into flour at the cost of three days’ time and the travel of eighty miles."      John S. was fourteen years old when his father died and he became the head of the family as he was the oldest son still at home. After working on the farm, he soon realized he was a good judge of livestock and he could make more money buying and selling livestock than he could make farming. This was his life's work until 1895 when he suffered a broken hip while driving a large number of hogs along the road - they crowded him off the road onto some ice where he slipped and fell. It was on his daughter Mary Emma's twenty-first birth and preparations were being made for a surprise party for her. His neighbors brought him home and put him to bed not realizing his hip was broken. When he was feeling worse the next day the doctor was summoned and it was learned the seriousness of his injury. He was determined to walk and first used crutches and then two canes. He finally was able to walk with one cane but never was able to ride a horse again.

     He loved to read and boasted that he had read the Bible from cover to cover seven times. He was devoutly religious and was a member and a deacon of the Bee Ridge Christian Church. In his later years, when his hearing failed, he bought a large wicker swivel chair and took it to the church. He picked a spot in front of the first pew to the left of the pulpit and sat there Sunday after Sunday listening intently to the minister.

I took our shotgun and told Hawk to start shooting but he thought better of it—that should have closed the matter but Howard (my brother) took the gun and stepped one foot across the fence. This gave Hawk an excuse to have Howard arrested for trespass. At the P. court trial the charge was dismissed and Hawk was ordered to move. He med Howard in the road later when both were driving horses hitched to open buggies and Hawk gave Howard a cut across the face with a buggy whip. This could have ended with Hawk being charged with assault but it seems best to ignore trash and avoid further involvement.”

Now it seems clear. Westeon is on the Missouri River just above Kansas City. Stewartsville is a short distance east of St. Joseph and just across the Platte River, and New market is just above Weston. All are in the Platte Purchase or, in the case of Stewartsville, just outside its borders. It would appear to be almost a certainty that the Ezekiel Downing referred to in this Lintzberger entry was a son of John Downing, and a nephew of Ezekiel Downing of Lincoln County, Missouri."

Ezekiel and Margaret (Markle) Downing who were born in the ‘Blue Grass State’ in 1795 and 1796 respectively. The father became a resident of St. Charles County, Missouri when about eighteen years of age, and there married in 1815. They came to Lincoln County a year later, where they spent the remainder of their days. He was a thrifty farmer and was a successful and prominent Presbyterian minister. After the mother removed from Kentucky she live in Vincennes, Indiana for some time and then about 1802 removed to St. Charles County, Missouri. She is still living and resides on the old home farm. Her father David Markle, was born in Maryland and died in Lincoln County. Ezekiel A. Downing is the youngest of eleven children and received his education in the old log school-houses of early days. In 1866 he was married to Mildred J. a daughter of Ichabod and Elizabeth Davis, formerly of Kentucky and Virginia. Mr. Downing has lived on a farm adjoining the old home place for a number of years. He owns ninety-two acres, all under fine cultivation and well improved.  He is one of the first citizens of the county and is trusted and esteemed by all who know him. He votes the Democratic ticket.”

Fayette County, Kentucky
Downings of Fayette County, Kentucky from the Downing file in the Kentucky State Historical Library, Frankfort, Kentucky.

The Downings so largely represented and connected in and around Fayette County are descendants of Francis Downing and emigrant in early life from Yorkshire, England, first to Baltimore County, Maryland and thence after the Revolution to the settlements of Kentucky lying in Fayette county in the first decade of the 19th century. Here many of his descendants to the 7th generation still live, and these are often distinguished by marked English traits of appearance and character bequeathed, no doubt, by their far removed ancestor. This - perhaps became the Blue Grass region is said to resemble those haunts of Robin Hood in Merrie England, from whence Francis Downing came. Details of this life are meager, for no careful record seems to have been preserved. Although an Englishman by birth he was true to the country of his adoption during the Revolution and there is some evidence that he served in the Patriot Army during that struggle. It is certain that his elder sons did, a fact attested by both the National record and the Archives of Maryland.

The exact date of the coming of Francis Downing to Kentucky is not certainly known but it is probable that with his younger children he immigrated as early as 1783, being followed some years later by his older children.

Let's put "clothes" on our ancestors
Many times we seem to collect only names, births, deaths, etc. of our ancestors - some for membership in patriotic societies, some to enter into the Latter-day Saints’ records, some to see how far back they can connect a family, hopefully proving each fact. Another way of identifying our ancestors is to collect all we can about the person - not only does this method better identify a man, but it tends to make us see the real person he was. The following is what I have collected about only one of my husband's Downings. We learn that apparently his first wife died, for he married a second time; he and his brothers moved from Virginia to Kentucky; he then moved further west to Charles County, Missouri where he died. He left a paper trail including court appearances, signing various petitions to a governmental body, military records, he lent money, he did his civic duty by serving as a juror, and finally we discover what he left his family and by those possessions we can conclude that he was a farmer. His estate was valued at $156.50 which in the amount of goods that sum would buy in today's market would be worth about $230,762.

I also Give and Bequeath to my three Daughters to wit Mary H. Downing, Margaret Downing, Jean C. Downing and Equal Share in my Negro man Will and I also Give and bequeath unto Each of my other four sons to wit William Downing, Andrew Downing, John Downing and Ezekiel Downing twenty five dollars.

I also leave it with my wife Jean Downing to proportion to John Downing and Ezekiel Downing as near as she Can to William and Andrew, and I do rattafie and confirm This as my last will and Testament.    John Downing."

Witnesses: James Green, Elizabeth Goodrich and Peter Fourney Goodrich.

27 Sept 1811: died St. Charles County, Missouri. (Bible 1)

24 Dec 1811: inventory of estate included 2 slaves, 175 gallons of whisky, livestock, rifle, etc. Account rendered: to Jane Downing administratrix and to William Downing, balance $1224.

28 Aug 1813: wife Jane, executrix made final accounting of husband's estate. St. Charles County, Missouri Estate Box 34 #774.

24 Jan 1814: received of Jane Downing administratrix of John Downing $117.50 due on account against estate. William Downing.
25 May 1820: Jane Downing vs Margaret Downing administratrix of Andrew Downing - debt. Verdict: pay it. St. Charles County, Missouri estate of Andrew Downing.

17 Mar 1824: will of Jane/Jean Downing written - "In the Name of God Amen. I, Jean Downing of the State of Missouri, County of St. Louis and Township of Bonhomme, being very sick in body, but of sound mind and memory, knowing that it is appointed for all once to die, I give and recommend my Soul to God who gave it, and my body to the Earth - to be buried in a decent and Christian manner. I do by these presents utterly revoke and make null and void all former Wills, Testaments and Legacies - rattifying and confirming this, and this alone to be my last Will and Testament -

First I do appoint my sons John Downing and Samuel Downing to be the Executors of this Will.

I give and bequeath to my Son William Downing all the horses and all the neat Cattle, except a cow and a two years old heifer which I bequeath to Mary my Grand Daughter, heiress and Child of my Son Andrew Downing, deceassed and a two years old heiffer which I bequeath to my Grand Son William, son of John Downing. I also give and bequeath to Samuel and Harrisons my sons, an equal share to each, my right to a third part in a negro man named Louis.

I give and bequeath to my son Harrison Downing all the wages which my negro man Louis ---------------------.

I also give and bequeath to my son William my Chairs, Bureaus and Fallingleaf Table and the balance of a Note which I hold against John M. Knight.

I also give and bequeath tomy son Harrison Downing a Fallingleaf Table and an Iron pot.

In testimony whereof I have hereunto set my hand and Seal this seventeenth day of March in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and twenty four."

Jean Downing signed with her mark.
