One of finest features of the house which helped to warrant its restoration is its 1753 vintage square iron stove, still in its original position. It is also one of the oldest homes in Frederick, Maryland, located on Rosemont Avenue just of Route 15 (to Thurmont) from Routes 70 or 40 West.
