In Ireland the family was said to be Episcopalians; in Tennessee they were Baptists; in Chester County, Pennsylvania they were Presbyterians.

He settled in what is now known as Jefferson Twp., on 200A purchasing fut 50A at first, and exchanging his wagon for the same.

Since the German name of Fent is pronounced the same as Faint, it is likely her name originally was Fent, but spelled Faint because of the pronunciation If you can’t read or write, how do you know what the other person is putting down?

As of January 1966 we have very little information about Rachel. I, Helen Rupert Jones, remember my father, William Henry Benjamin Rupert, telling me about Rachel Faint who was his grandmother and whom he loved dearly. He remembered her very well having lived with his grandparents, Rachel and Henry, for four years after his mother died. He recalled her as being quite small in stature, very meek and always very soft spoken. He thought she lived to be about 96 years old. He said that although she never displayed temper and was always soft spoken, she could control her quick-tempered husband, Henry, with just a soft word or two, usually, “Now, Henry”. Henry was a tall, stern and very often violent-in-anger man, but was very kind to his family and practically worshiped his wife, Rachel.
