Alec Pursley, Indiana Democratic chairman and a descendant of Henry and Sophia (Rupert) Pursley told William Henry Benjamin Rupert that it is a tradition in his family that George Ludwig Rupert was an aide to General George Washington. (I have never found any evidence of this and believe it to be the same old tale handed down in many families. BJE)

William Henry Benjamin Rupert told us we were related through the Pursley family two ways:

Through his great-grandmother Elizabeth Ann Pursley Rupert. And whoever was the father of his cousin Alex Pursely of Hartford City, Indiana. Alex had a hotel in Hartford City and his son is a Catholic priest.

He must have told me this sometime after 1966. Helen Rupert Jones. 7 July 1978.

PURSLEY, MR. (----1780) Killed by the Indians and may have been the husband father of the listed Pursley individuals.

PURSLEY, MRS. "The paternal great-grandmother of our subject was a woman of courage, and during the Revolutionary War when her husband was wounded by Indians in the British service, she hurried to his side, lifted him up on the horse she rode and although under constant fire from the enemy, escaped from the field. He was destined, however, to meet his death at the hands of the hostile Indians, who afterwards effected their purpose - killing him." Elizabeth Ann Pursley ?

5 July 1763: born Virginia.?

Suzette Thompson: “There was an Indian/British attack on the fort ca 1783 in which my Pursleys were involved. Elizabeth Ann, John George and Jacob were captured by the Indians. However, Elizabeth was released about 6 months later, not so the boys. Elizabeth having one arm that ended at the elbow and a couple of finger like appendages was treated really well by the Indians.”

Obituary of Elizabeth Rupert:

"Died, recently, at the residence of her son, Henry Rupert, Elizabeth Rupert, aged about one hundred years.

Mrs. Rupert was taken prisoner by the Indians, at Riddle's Station, Ky., when quite a small girl - about twelve years old. Although some of her friends who were captured at the same time were cruelly treated and killed, yet she was treated kindly by them, and after six months was taken to Detroit and exchanged. She then returned to her friends.

Mrs. R. was, in many respects, a remarkable woman. She raised a family of eleven children. Although she had but one arm, she was able to do most all kinds of labor usually pertaining to house-keeping; was a kind mother and useful woman. She lived before the Revolutionary War in the days of Daniel Boone, and was personally acquainted with some of the daring adventures of the pioneers of those perilous days.

How often were her ears saluted by the shout and terrible war-whoop of the Indians: She lived to see the red-man driven from the graves of his fathers, and his descendants driven before the might tread of the pale-face, till they have scarcely a place left to spread their blankets on all this vast continent, which they once owned and inhabited, from the shores of the Atlantic to the Pacific. She lived in the times that tried men's souls. She remembered seeing some of the distinguished men of the Revolution: many thrilling scenes of those times were fresh in her recollection.

What wonderful changes she lived to witness! Where, in her recollection, stood the camp of the Indian, and she often heard the growl of the wolf and the terrific scream of the panther, she lived to see the school-house, the comfortable dwelling, the cultivated fields, and hear the music of the church-going bell, and the snort of the iron horse, as he sweeps along with the speed of the wind, bearing in his train a hundred cars, loaded with the products of agriculture, manufactures, &c. But I forbear. Peace to her shade! J. L. Jasper Township, Jan 12, 1857."
