“[There was a] great Hegira from Montgomery County, Kentucky, to Clay County, (and some other counties), Indiana in the early 1830's.” (page 255).

Harold M. Yoakum: “In Hardy County, West Virginia in 1861, the beginning of the Civil War, Virginia had cast its lot with the Confederacy. However, the settlers along the south fork of the Potomac River valley seceded in 1863 to become a separate state and joined the Union. In 1785, Hardy County, Virginia, was created from Hampshire County, with Hampshire County have been created in 1753 from Fredrick County, Fredrick County was created from lands originally called Orange and August Counties, and previous to 1738 county boundaries were changed a number of times. Therefore, it is a bit confusing insofar as county records of this area are concerned.”

Yoakum's Station: Powell Mountain, River, and Valley, lying in the present Lee County, Virginia, they were named for Ambrose Powell, a member of Dr. Thomas Walker's exploring party in 1750. Ambrose had amused himself by carving his name on trees and later travellers finding these, gave the area his name. The river had been originally named Beargrass, because of the heavy growth of this grass along the stream, but was renamed Powell by the travellers. Their route was named The Wilderness Road later. It passed first through Little Stone Gap, then through Big Stone Gap, some 3 miles nearer the Cumberland Mountains. This gap, being very deep, made an arduous and slow crossing. Travellers being in full view of the Indians in the mountains after leaving Little Stone Gap, permitted the Indians to swoop down and ambush them in Big Stone Gap and few of them escaped. In consequence, a second and safer route was established down the Holston River. At Bean's Station, it turned north to Cumberland Gap. The first Yoakum's Station was on the original route, the second between Bean's Station and the Gap in Claiborne County, Tennessee. The present most used route is shorter, being a short cut from the original route direct to the Gap through Jonesville, Virginia. (A History of The Yoakum, Yocom, Yocum Families, H. C. Smith, 1963.

Harold M. Yoakum: The Daughters of the American Revolution (DAR), along with the State of Tennessee, have established a historical marker on Tennessee Highway 63, and located between LoFollette, Tennessee and Middlesboro, Kentucky, which reads as follows:

“ID-19 YOAKUM'S STATION. The 1791 Holston Treaty prohibited settlers from entering the Cherokee lands in the Powell Valley, however, recipients of North Carolina land grants moved into the area. President George Washington directed by official proclamation that the pioneers leave the valley and this area. Captain Richard Sparks and John Wade read the executive order to the settlers at Yoakum's Station, one mile southeast (this notes the location of Yoakum's Station from the historical marker) in February, 1797. The Treaty of Tellico in 1798 resolved the controversy.” The settlers were allowed to remain on their adopted lands and holdings.

History of Augusta County, Virginia p138

After the massacre at Muddy Creek “they (the Indians under Cornstalk) proceeded to the Big Levels, and on the next day, after having been as hospitably entertained as at Muddy Creek, they reenacted the revolting scenes of the previous day. Every white man in the settlement but Conrad Yolkom, who was some distance from his house, was slain, and every woman but Mrs. Glendinin. Yolkom, when alarmed by the outcries of the women, took in the situation and fled to Jackson's River telling the story. The people were unwilling to believe him, till convinced by the approach of the Indians. All fled before them, and they pursued on to Carr's Creek in Rockbridge, where many families were murdered and others captured.” (Cornstalk was a Shawnee born Greenbrier ca 1747. He was about 16 at the time of the Muddy Creek Massacre and Big Levels Massacre in Greenbrier. He was killed in the spring of 1777 by white men).

Yoakum Family History by Harold M. Yoakum, April 1987: Heinrich Jochem was born in Germany and with his wife, Geertje (Gertrude), son Mathias and daughters Ann and Jane, of palatinate German descent, immigrated from Hamburg, Germany. They arrive May 9, 1661 to New Amsterdam (New York State) on the English ship “Beaver,” having left a depressed area of Germany to try to make a new life in a new and growing land.

We are not able to verify that Heinrich Jochem was descendant of the noted Jochims, Electors of Brandenburg, or the other famous and Saint Joachims, however, the possibility does exist, inasmuch as Heinrich and Gertrude Jochem were from the same general area of Germany, and history has recorded that the reign of the Joachims by the early to mid 1600's had ended and the area was under new political leadership, and depressed and unsettled time.

We do not know where Heinrich and Gertrude are buried, nor do we have any further information on daughters Ann and Jane. It would appear that they lived out their lives in the New Amsterdam colony.

Francis died in 1751, evidenced by the settlement of his estate in Hampshire County, Virginia in 1752, and is said to be buried in Fredrick County, Virginia. Millie is probably buried there also.”

D. Gottschalk, A. G. (alias Joseph) Spangenberg again visited Matthias and his family in October 1749 and described Matthias as a well-to-do German. They had traveled twelve miles from the home of George Zeh, The Virginia Magazine of History and Genealogy.

Michael Harness was married to Elizabeth (Jephebe) Westfall of Pennsylvania. They had 13 children: Elizabeth Harness married Philip Powell Yoakum, (Barbara) Rebecca Harness married 1732 Michael See, John Harness married Elizabeth Youcum. Reference: General Sketches of Families in Virginia and Kentucky, p172.

Will of Matthias Yoakum (Will Book A, page 148, Lincoln County, Kentucky):

“In the name of God Amen, this the 29th day of January, Anno Dom: 1780 I Mathias Yoakam of Botetourt County, Virginia, being sick and weak of body, but of perfect mind and memory, and - calling to mind the mortality of my body, and knowning that is appointed for all men once to die, do make and ordain this to be my last Will and Testament, in the manner and form as followeth, and first I recommend my soul to God who gave it and my Body I recommend to the Earth to be buried in a Christian manner at the discretion of my Executors.

Imprimis: and as touching such worldly goods wherewith it hath pleased God to bless me with in this life, I give devise and dispose of it in the following manner and form - And first to my beloved Wife Eleanor I give and bequeath all my household Goods and furniture during her natural life, and also a dark bay mare and Saddle two Colts, and Cow, and Musket and Pistol and four Deer Skins, and a chain halter to her Heirs forever - And to my son Felty Yoakums oldest son George his Heir, I give and bequeath one dollar. And whereas I have already given what I intended to my other Children who are all married Excepting my youngest son George Youkam, to him I give and bequeath all my land and Improvements, and also all my Horses, mares and Cattle - excepting what is already bequeathed to my Wife whom hers to maintain during her natural life, and he is to collect all Debts due to me, and also to pay what Debts I owe, and what money is over and above what will pay my just Debts I give and bequeath to my beloved Wife, and also her bed and furniture.

And lastly I nominate and appoint my Wife Eleanor and my son George to be whole and sole Executors of this my last Will and Testament, and I do hereby Revoke all and every other to be my last Will and Testament the day and year first above Written.” Mathias Yoakam in the presence of William Walton, Peter Deyerle, and Peter Keeney.

A daughter has been mentioned by some authorities. According to Henry Howe's Historical Recollections of Virginia, “among captives of the Indians surrendered and sent to Fort Pitt in January 1765, was Elizabeth Yoakim, 12 years old, taken July 1763 from Greenbrier County” and it is believed that this may have been the daughter and the eldest child of Felty Yoakim. From notes by Florence (Mrs. Derrell) Dyke, Fifth at Olive Street, Marysville, Ohio 43040: Mrs. Irene (See) (G.D.) Brasel of Hoopeston, Illinois, was descended from Elizabeth, the oldest daughter of Felty Yoakum)

From “Woman's Story of Pioneer Illinois” by Mrs. John Tilson:

“On your father's (John Tilson) quartersection, a squatter had made what was then termed an `improvement,' said improvement consisting of a few acres inclosed by a rail fence, with a cabin and a smokehouse in the center. The squatter made his appearance, expected to be paid well for all his improvements...The lord of the soil was no less a man than Commodore Yoakum, the best hunter, the life of the corn-shuckings, the best `corner man' at a log-cabin raising...

At his meeting - hard shell Baptists, no one could raise their voice louder in the hymnes `Old Grimes,' being his favorite tune. Being so clever and handy while he always maintained an air of command, the boys had honored him with the title of Commodore, which seemed to amuse and please him exceedingly. The Commodore was a large, black-eyed, black bearded dark skinned Tennesseean. He had had a grand or great-grandfather who had been a large land owner and slaveholder, and that circumstance, with the fact that the tract where his ancestors resided had been distinguished and still bore the name of Yoakum Station, combining with his large development of esteem, rendered our Commodore, in his own estimation, second to no man.”

From the Hillsboro Democrat, 20 Aug 1873 by A. H. H. Rountree:

 “John Yoakum raised a large family, he was a wheelwright, millwright, carpenter, cooper, loom maker, and everything else of a kindred nature. Besides having made and used what was an early necessity, a kind of a hand mill for grinding corn and other grains. It is also understood that Mr. Yoakum also ran a forge and worked some in iron, perhaps in guns also. He was likewise a carpenter and skilled in a kind of business long since played out, that of `carrying up a corner of log building.' He was also a great and successful hunter and a jolly good fellow around the camp fires, full of yarns of which he was very fond, and with all was a good story teller after the old patriarchal style. It was not known if he ever held an office.”

But if she should marry, she shall give up all but her third to those which I shall appoint, extrs. saving the third part of the land she shall keep and be the possesser thereof during her life.

I also Will and Ordain that after her decease my children shall be the proper heirs of all it, shall be divided equally amongst them, there shall be no odd nor difference made by no means, but they shall receive each of them an equal part, namely, Michael, Elizabeth, George, Millia, Jacob, Solomon, Matthias and Isaac, excepting one gray horse, 8 yrs old, my son Michael shall be the proper owner thereof.

I do hereby constitute and Ordain George See and Michael See, Extr. to see the same performed according to my meaning and I do hereby revoke and disanul (sic) all and every other former Will by me in any wise before named Will and bequeathed, ratifying and confirming this and no other to be my last Will and Testament.

In witness whereof, I have hereunto set my hand and seal the day and date above written, signed sealed and delivered in the presence of Charles Myer, Jonathan Purcell, Henry Green.”

 “At a court held for Hampshire County the 14 day of Nov 1780, this last Will and Testament of Jacob Yoakum, dec'd, was presented in court and proved by the oath of Jonathan Purcell, one of the witnesses thereto, and ordered to be recorded and Geo. See and Michael See the Extr. therein named refusing to take upon them the burdhen (sic) of the execution of the said Will, it is ordered that on the motion of Elizabeth Yoakum widow of the said dec'd, she have letters of administration of his estate, she having made oath according to law is entered into bond with Samuel Hornback and Abel Randall, her securities in the penalty of Ten Thousand pounds for her due and faithful administration of the said decendents (sic) estate and performance of his Will.“ Test. George probably remained in the same location, as Clark County was formed from Madison and Fayette Counties and Montgomery County from Clark and Bourbon Counties. In 1799, Francis Yocum was added to the list; in 1800, another William, Jacob and Frank were added and, in 1807, Solomon Yocum was added. George's first purchases were on Summerset Creek and the other on Slate Creek. He owned and operated a saw mill, with which his son, George, was connected later.

In his pension application, George said he marched from Hampshire County, where he joined the company to Tiger's? Valley, one of the branches of what is now called the Monongahala River. After being out 6 or 7 months, the company returned home, but with orders to hold ourselves in readiness to march at a minute's warning. Immediately after his return home, he heard of Cornwallis being besieged at Yorktown. The object of the company's being called out was to guard the frontiers from Indian incursions. There was no other compnay out with them. They went out to guard a fort called West Falls. Part of this time he was at Cassidy's Fort and sometimes out on scouting expeditions. He was quite young and small when he went out. He had decided not to apply for a pension, but was talked into it because he was so poor.

Interview by John D. Shane with George Yocum, Montgomery County, Kentucky, 5pp Kentucky papers 12 CC 147-51:

“George Yocum on the State Road to Montgomery 3½ miles from Jeffersonville, Methodist. Born 3 Dec 1763 `I think mamma said at Harness' fort or close by.' My father was married at Dan River, North Carolina. My grandfather Matthias Yocum, Michael Harness, and George Stump were the first three men that brought wagons down to the South branch. They came by way of Winchester then up the Big Capon, Lost River and to the mountain crossing over the mountains they came to the south fork of the south branch. Grandfather Yocum settled about ½ mile from the mouth of the south fork Michael Harness moved down to the main south branch 4 miles above the fork or where now Moorefield is. Had a station there...five of us came through the wilderness together.” [The rest was concerned with fighting the Indians].

Stephen was a partner with his father in a saw mill. He was described as a heavy-set, rather handsome man. He was noted for his open-handedness to anyone in need and for his wit and ability as a raconteur, and as an inveterate practical joker.

A History of McDonough County, Illinois told a story of his inability to turn away any traveller applying for food or shelter. It told of a traveller and his family of four or five children, caught, as night came on, in one of the torrential rainstorms which afflict that section of the country and applied to the “Major” for lodging. Stephen P. told him that he was welcome to stay, if they could put up with the poor fare he was able to offer them. The man was apologetic for being forced to inflict himself and family on one in such circumstances, but that he and his wife could make out if there was only enough extra food for his hungry children. Stephen continued to lament his circumstances during the preparations by the female contingent for supper. When it was announced, he led the people into a room with a table heaped with fried chicken and all of the other comestibles found on a well-to-do farmer's table.

Stephen's will bequeaths to his wife, Mary, land in New Salem, McDonough County, Illinois. Also to daughter, Clara Stephens, son-in-law, William M. Harlan, daughter, Eliza Ann Toland, children of daughter, Amanda Booker, daughter, Mary Wilcox, daughter Talitha Harlan, daughter, Esther Harlan, daughter, Elzira Burleigh, and grandchildren, Thomas Jones, Margaret and Mary Thomas, Fanny Jennings, Margareta Baer and daughter Jane's children by Thomas H. Jones.

A Memoir of Stephen Powell Yocum written by Louella Burleigh Thompson--1954/55:

The Yocum family came from Holland and settled in Kentucky. Stephen (my grandfather) was born in 1800 and of the 4th generation. His mother or grandmother was of Scotch-Irish descent. Stephen had sisters and two were redhaired and one brother, George who never married. He had a large plantation and slaves. He died befor the Civil War but before he died he gave to the head of each slave family a few acres of land and their freedom.

Stephen was in partnership with his father in a saw mill. He married a beautiful woman and when there were two little girls he divorced his wife because of adultery.

He was a major in the Black Hawk War of 1832 and Abe Lincoln was a colonel in the same division. After President Lincoln's election, grandfather visited him in Springfield and Lincoln recognized him and said, `Well Major you bossed me and now it is my turn to boss you.'

While Stephen was in the war he passed through McDonough County, Illinois and liked the level land so well he settled there after the war.

He was married to Mary Dorris who was born and raised in Tennessee and was of Danish descent. She gave birth to six daughters and two sons and with two step-daughters had a large family. One son died when four years old and George died on the Murfreesboro battlefield during the Civil War so when grandfather died in 1873 the name died with him. Grandmother died in 1877 after a very short illness. All the girls (but one who died when 14 years old) were married and lived in Illinois but my mother who lived in Nebraska.

My parents met each other when father was selling medicine in Illinois. They corresponded while father was in the army and mother saw him when the troops were stationed at Quincy, Illinois.

When father was discharged he wrote mother he was coming to see her and going to ask her a question and wanted her to say `yes.' She took the letter to her mother to read who told her she might do worse for he was a kind looking man.

(And I would like to add here that father was very kind. I once told him that Christ said `the meek would inherit the earth' and I was sure there was a large place for him.)”

So they were married the next day at Macomb, Illinois. Mother aged 26, father 35. Father went back to Mendon, Adams County, Illinois and mother followed in a few weeks and they lived in Mendon and Quincy until they moved to Nebraska.

They went back to Clay, New York so the first child could be born in the old home and mother could meet the Burleighs.

In Oct 1867 they moved to Nebraska coming through in covered wagon drawn by two mares and two large mules.

Several years before he bought 400 acres of land in Otoe County for $200 and here they came to a four roomed house - two rooms downstairs and two upstairs. It was an open winter and father broke prairie every month in the year but February.

When the railroad came though, the town of Syracuse was located about ½ mile away. Before that, their nearest town was 18 miles away - Nebraska City. Four chidren were born near Syracuse.

Mother's health was poor and a doctor said she had quick-consumption and should go to Colorado. So, May 15, 1880 they left their farm with a renter and started west (they afterwards sold the farm). A light spring wagon drawn by horses was for father, mother and me to ride in. A bed was in the back part and mother could lie down when tired. A covered wagon drawn by six milk cows held the rest of the family and a hired woman who came along to take a claim. The woman and the two girls slept in the wagon and father and the boys slept on the ground.

A pony, whose rider was Edwin or Eliza went before the cows and they followed at a slow pace. Father and mother always went ahead and found a camping place. In just a few days mother was so much better, she was sitting up most of the time.

I thought it a rare treat to ride in the big wagon. We camped early at night and the cows were milked and allowed to graze. We sat around the campfire and fahter held worship and we sang songs.

The boys and father never stopped the cows when they wanted to get into the wagon but would quickly go behind the cows and climb on the wagon tongue and into the wagon. One time Edwin slipped and fell and a front wheel ran over him, he then curled up and the back wheel missed him. No bones were broken and his muscles were sore only a few days.

I developed measles so they stopped at a farmhouse and rented a room and mother care for me and the others didn't have measles.

When they reached Bloomington they saw the sign `Deary's Furniture Store' and found Bill Deary, an old friend from Illinois. We camped near his home and visited some distant relatives by the name of Yocum who lived near Bloomington.

Jim Yocum had a visitor who had just proved up on his land in Harlan County and wanted to sell it. (The U.S. Land Office was in Bloomington then).

Father and mother went to see the land and bought the 160 acres for $200. They young man had been living in a dug-out but had a sod house about ready for a roof. He had just received a letter from his intended wife saying she would never live west of the Mississippi River so he sold out. She lived in Ohio.

They soon finished the house and we moved in June 14, 1880. We had board floors in all four rooms but most of our neighbors had mother earth for floors. We put down a carpet in the living room and how happy we were when father brought home an organ - he traded one of the horses for it. Mary could play the organ and it was the only one around and we sang when company came to see us.

Mabel was born the next summer and we were a very happy family. But school was 2½ miles from home and only a few months during the year so father began looking around for a new home for he wanted his children to have an education.

Jim Yocum decided to move to Oregon so father bought his place that was ½ mile east of Bloomington. It was a much large house and frame and still stands. We moved January 1, 1882.

The next winter the five chidlren, the hired girl and herd boy had the measles and mother cared for them. Father done chores alone.

Later father sold the Yocum place and bought the Dorsey place ½ mile west of Bloomington. While living there George attended a missionary college in Battle Creek, Michigan and Mary began teaching school, also became engaged to Edward Jayne.

Edwin would soon be going to college so father sold the farm and bought a hotel in Bloomington the fall of 1885. We rented rooms but never served meals. Although there were two other hotels our rooms would be filled when district court was in session and we girls would give up our room and sleep on the kitchen floor.

Mary was married at home Dec. 3, 1885. Edward was teaching school but studying to be a minister for the Seventh-Day Adventist Church. After he was ordained they moved to Ft. Calhoun, Nebraska. Edna was about two years old and how we hated to see them leave.

George was called by the mission board to go with the first group of missionaries from the S.D.A. church sent to South Africa. He was there almost three years and returned to take a medical course so he could do more good. He took medical at Ann Arbor, Michigan and interned at Battle Creek, Michigan Sanitarium. Eliza was there taking nurses training and Edwin was in college.

In 1890 father traded the hotel for a farm situated 7 miles north of Bloomington. Mother, Mabel and I moved to Ft. Calhoun and father sold religious books. When word came that the renter was destroying things on the farm mother returned to see about things as father couldn't get away until in June. The renter had left so mother hired a man and woman to bread the sod and plant broom corn and father harvested a good crop that fall. The next spring 1893 I taught a two months term of school and became acquainted with Earnest for his folks were our neighbors. We both taught and went to school until Nov. 28, 1897 when we were married at a simple home wedding.

Father owned a five roomed house in Bloomington that he rented. It was vacant when we were married so the next week they moved into it for they found it too lonely on the farm so rented the farm.

George had contracted t.b. after graduation and spent time in Colorado and old Mexico, came home the spring of 1899 and died Oct 1899. Edwin came home and cared for him and then went back to Medical College for he had promised George he would take up where he left off. But it wasn't to be for Edwin had to quit medical school the last semester and died Sept 15, 1904.

Mabel was married at home Feb. 14, 1908 to Clyde Batterson so father and mother were alone now. Mother wasn't well and lost flesh and had to give up and go to bed. Mary and Mabel came home and cared for mother but she died June 19, 1909 of cancer.

Father went home with Mary, who lived in Atlantic City, New Jersey and lived with her and her family and Eliza and fmaily until he died Jan. 4, 1911 at Acushnet, Massachusetts.

Father and mother didn't leave us money wealth but very pleasant memories and a good example to follow: Morning and evening worship and a firm trust in God.


Side Lines

Stephen Yocum was witty and told stories but was always ready to lend a helping hand to any one who needed help.

Word came from Tennessee after War broke out between the States that an uncle and aunt of grandmother's were in trouble. Their son was in hiding for he didn't want to join the Southern Army and was afraid to join the Northern army for fear his aged parents would be mistreated. So grandfather sent for Uncle Jackie and Aunt Betsy to come to Illinois to stay at their house. They stayed there two years until other arrangements were made. Uncle Jackie read his Bible most of the time and could tell in what book of the Bible any verse was that was read to him. And quite often give the chapter and verse. My mother said they tried him many times but he could always tell the book. Both were deaf but Aunt Betsy was always busy knitting or sewing.

This instance happened near the close of the War and I will tell it as best as I can the way mother told me.

It was a cold frosty morning and I had a bad sore throat and father, mother and I were seated in the living room near the fireplace. Father was reading and mother and I were knitting when the dog began barking and Belle, the hird girl, poked her head in the door and said, `Mr. Yocum, your African friends have come to see you.' Father went out and we looked out the window. There were eight colored people, counting children. Father shook hands all around and we saw him take his handkerchief and wipe his eyes. Then he led them into the kitchen and came in to talk with mother. `That old colored woman spun and wove cloth for my mother,' said father `and those men are her sons and grandsons.'

The Southern people were going to kill them unless they would work for nothing although they had been set free by President Lincoln.

A planter didn't want them killed told Sol (who had worked for us but now lived in Kentucky) to take his wagon and team and take the colored people across the river into free territory. He started after dark and gave them directions how to reach father's house after they reached Macomb, Illinois. And here they were with packs on their backs and had walked a long way.

Belle came in and told mother she wasn't staying with `niggers' so mother said, `You have wanted to visit your sister so now is your time and father will take you and when they leave we will come for you.'

Father told the men they could cut timber from his land and build cabins and were a great help. The last time I was in Illinois I saw some of those colored people and they spoke with reverence of `Massa' Yocum.

`What about Belle?' I asked mother. `She came back and worked for my mother for seven years or until she was married.'

Grandfather liked to play jokes on people so here is one he played on a neighbor. Grandfather had a calf he was hand feeding and this neighbor wanted to buy it but grandfather refused and the neighbor kept raising the price. One morning he found the calf dead so told the hired men to prop it up in the pen. When the neighbor came, grandfather asked if he still wanted to buy the calf and if his last offer was still good? The neighbor said it was and grandfather said, `dead or alive' and the neighbor said `yes.' They went to see the calf and had a big laugh.

Grandmother Pruett (mother of Alice Pruett who married Daniel Thompson) told me this story and how she did laugh when she told it. This happened before he knew grandmother.

Grandfather had been going with a neighbor girl for some time and the family moved away. I don't remember the number of miles away but it was some distance to go by horseback. He started early although it looked like rain. He was dressed in his best and wore new boots and a new homespun cape that shed rain quite well. He hadn't gone many miles until it began to rain and kept it up until he reached his girl's home in the evening. He sat and talked to his girl but his boots began hurting his feet so he could scarcely stand it. When bedtime came he was shown to the guest room. He tried and tried to get his boots off but they wouldn't budge so he went to bed with his boots on. Next morning he awoke early and left before the family were up and never went back again.

This is one about Grandmother Dopker (Mary Chapman Thompson Dopker, mother of Daniel Thompson) when they first moved to Franklin County. They lived in fear of the Indians although they were further west in the state. One day a neighbor rode up in haste and told them to get their belongings and go to a certain neighbor's home where they would all gather to fight for their lives. He had seen a band of Indians on horseback coming their way, over south on the bluffs. He then went on to warn the other settlers. So grandmother sounded the horn so the men folks would come to the house and all helped in putting things in the wagon and Daniel started rounding up the cattle. They were about ready to start when grandmother remembered her wooden tub that was soaking at the spring and declared she wouldn't go until she had the tub. Before the children returned with the tub the man who had informed them returned and said that what he saw wasn't Indians but a herd of cattle. Cattle were driven overland from Texas to Kerney to be shipped East. So grandmother always said a tub saved the day for her.

This happened before I was born but I do not know the dates. Father was doing his trading in Nebraska City, 18 miles from home and the road was just a trail across country and not many houses along the way.

Early one morning, father had a load ready to take to town and said to mother, `I may be late in getting home as I will have a load both ways. But don't worry about me and Jimmie will do the chores.' (Jimmie was a neighbor boy.) Jimmie came after dinner and played with the children and ate an early supper. Two men walked into the yard and asked for the man of the house. Mother told them father had gone to town but she was expecting him home. They asked if she would get them something to eat so mother did and when it was ready, asked them to be seated at the table. They didn't take off their hats and white waiting on them she noticed they carried side arms. So now she was afraid. They thanked her for the meal and walked away. Jimmie went for the cows and when he returned said he saw those two men laying in a draw not far from the barn. He done the chores in a hurry and asked if he couldn't sleep upstairs for he had been sleeping on a cot downstairs. They had no key to the outside door so they moved some heavy furniture against the door and all slept upstairs.

Mother didn't sleep much but done a lot of praying for protection for father and themselves. The dog done a lot of barking during the night. Next morning Jimmie went to do chores and saw by the hay in the manger that two people had stayed there.

Father came home about mid forenoon and he had this to tell. He started from town rather early and something keep telling him to go see George Warner. Now George Warner was a boyhood friend of father's but lived off the road some distance. But it kept coming to his mind, go see George Warner. So he went to see him and was surprised to find them all well for he feared they were ill or in trouble. Father said he mustn't stay but a short time for he must be home that night. George told him to put his team in the barn and he would get him up early next morning, so he did as he was tired.

Then mother told her story and both agreed that God surely spoke to father and caused him not to come home during the night. And when they read the weekly paper they learned that horse thieves had been in that part of Nebraska. Then was brought to mind Isaiah 65:24. `And it shall come to pass, that befor they call I will answer; and while they are yet speaking, I will hear.'“ Genealogy of the Burley or Burleigh Family of America by Charles Burleigh, Portland, Maine, 1880.

 “George Washington Brush Yocom is the oldest son of Ambrose and Susan Hall Yocom and was born in Hardin County, Kentucky, on August 27 of the memorable year when General Jackson was elected president, 1828. This was the same county wherein Abraham Lincoln was born, and Lincoln was the only president with whom Mr. Yocom was personally acquainted. At the age of three years his parents removed to Charleston, Coles County, Illinois. This county Abraham (Ambrose) Yocom helped to organize and was its first Sheriff. Here he resided until he was nearly 21 years old. In that state at that time the schools were few and far between and a good part of the intervening years, between 10 and 20 years of age, was spent in farm labor. In 1840 he entered partnership with three others in securing a wagon and four yoke of oxen for a prairie voyage to California. The start was made on March 20. Shortly after starting this wagon was joined by thirty or forty others. The train was then organized with captains, lieutenants, sergeants, corporals and officers innumerable. Everything went along smoothly for a few days and then owing probably to too many officials the train was disbanded. Yocom's wagon was accompanied by three others from the same place of starting and this party made the trip. This was the year when everybody carried too much provisions. At one place on the Platte river, Yocom saw at least three cords of bacon which had been piled up and left by a large Missouri train. The following year a great many came illy provided and it was necessary to sent relief to them. The members of Yocom's train were not molested by the Indians although some of the members insisted on a watch being kep on the stock every night. According to G.W.B. he was not afraid of Indians and when it came his turn to stand guard he invariably crawled under a sage brush and went to sleep. The train arrived at Hangtown on August 30th where they remained until the following April or May. Claims in that locality at that time were fifteen feet square. All had been taken up except a triangular piece in the bend of the creek containing about half a claim and this was taken up by Yocom and Kelly. It was necessary to strip four feet of top dirt before pay ground was reached. The first day after this was reached, a rocker was used and four pounds of gold was taken out, a larger amount than Mr. Yocom has ever taken out in one day since. AFter this ground was worked out a claim was taken up on Cedar Ravine about a quarter of a mile from Hangtown, out of which never less than two ounces per day was taken and once as high as $200 to the man. An average day's work was three to four ounces. This was abandoned in the spring to go prospecting better. In April or May 1850, Mr. Yocom went to Georgetown and started a saloon and general store. This was conducted until fall when he went to Nevada City where he mined and teamed for two years. Thence he went to Pine Grove and St. Louis where mining and carpentering was his occupation for a couple of years. Then after wintering at Shasta, he went to Sawyer's Bar and mined for four years. Tiring of mining he next went ranching for five years in Hoopa valley. In 1865 he was appointed by Austin Weyler as special agent of Indian affairs in Round Valley. Then he moved to Arcata, in Humboldt County, where he resided for twenty-four years. The first year he rented a farm and became an agriculturalist. Then he bought a blacksmith shop which was conducted for two years. About this time the Arcata Ferry and Wharf business had about reached its lowest ebb and Mr. Yocom, seeing the possibility of making it a success and a paying investment, purchased it. By indomitable will and energy and good business judgment he soon made it a very valuable property. The road was extended to reach three saw mills who desired to reach tide water with their timber. At first this method of communication was a tramway and the motive power a horse. Later, iron rails were used, these were in turn replaced by steel. A locomotive was purchased in Philadelphia, and Mr. Yocom had become a railroad magnate. After conducting the business for twelve years he sold out for $60,000 and came to New River in November, 1884, since which time he has been engaged in mining. For some years he was Justice of the Peace in New River. Three years ago he was elected to the office of County Supervisor, a position he is filling to the utter disquiet of all the tricksters and ringsters who believe in making raids upon the county treasury. For 32 years Mr. Yocom has been a member of Anniversary Lodge, No. 85, I.O.O.F., of Arcata.”

Maria Thompson Davis, in her History of Mercer and Boyle Counties, Kentucky, stated that Matthias Yoakum, Sr. had 12 sons and no daughters and named 6 of them; that Matthias Yoakum, Jr. had 12 sons and 3 daughters. She also said, “The Yocums were clever neighbors; great for log-rolling, but quarrelsome among themselves.” Another source states, “Matthias Yoakum, Jr. and his son Jesse amused themselves by standing behind trees and shooting at each other.

A Jacob Yocum, son of Matthias, brought his younger brother Matthias into court in Mercer County, Kentucky, as having deceived him in the sale of a house. The case was adjudicated and a judgment of not guilty was rendered in 1792.

Interview by John D. Shane with Mrs. Sarah Graham 9pp 12 CC 45-53:

 “McGary married Matthias Yocum's oldest daughter Caty for his second wife...Her brother Jesse Yocum before the battle of the Blue-Licks would fall out with his father, tree him and tell him to show his damned gourd. Were both behind trees. Matthias Yocum married a widow Duncan after first wife's death. Old Matthias Yocum's father had 12 sons. Felty, Coonrod, Phillip Powell, Matthias, John. Youngest died here--Presbyterian. He lived on Roanoke in Virginia. Had a 2nd wife and raised 12 sons and 3 daughters. Every one of them what I knew had farms, but Felty who was killed while they lived on Roanoke then the Indian frontier in Virginia. The Indians killed him and all the children in their own house but 2. She got away, but went back that night and laid in her husband's bosom all in a gore of blood. The old people came out with Matthias. Mr. Yocums were clever neighbors, great for log-rolling, but quarrelsome among themselves.”

From Suzanna Mesta: “Matthias was one of the early settlers of Harrodsburg, Kentucky (the oldest town west of the Alleghenies). He settled for a time in Fort Harrod along with Captain James Harrod. Later on he was given a preemption of land--this was land given to the settler if he would clear it and raise a crop of corn. His land was four miles from Harrodsburg. This was in the year of 1776--1400 acres in all on Shawnee Run in Mercer County. There was a dispute over the land (someone else claimed it) but I believe Mathias finally won. Also Daniel Mitchell Yocum, who was my great grandfather and the great grandson of the above Mathias, through his mother, is related to Abraham Lincoln. The Yocums were an old and established family in Washington and Anderson County, Kentucky. My grandfather David Yocum was at one time sheriff of Anderson County. I do know that Mathias was given land in Indiana for military service.”

Catherine “Caty” Yoakum (daughter of Matthias and Helene (Dixon) Yoakum)

Filson Club Quarterly, v 9 p225, Draper Mss, Shane interview with Mrs. Sarah Graham (died 14 Oct 1844). Hugh McGary: “McGary married Matthias Yocum's oldest daughter Caty for his second wife. It was said he would go to see her, two miles off, while his first wife, who had been a widow Ray, mother of General James Ray, lay sick; and that one of the boys, Ray's, as it was thought, used to stop him in the road, back and forth, and appear to him as a spectre, wrapped up in sheets, and talk to him of it, as the spirit of his present wife. Twas said the widow Ray could manage McGary when a whole army could not do it. McGary picked up the shoes between his and Yocum's station, he just leaned down on his horse.

     After he married her (Caty Yocum) she would `mouth' or `tongue' him, when she got in one of her tantrums. He would watch sometimes half a day trying to slip 'round her; and if he got a fair catch on her, he would hold her till he got weary; and say to her `Oh, Caty! Ain't you most done? I'm so tired,' but still continued his hold till she would submit. `I've said all I want to say,' or `I feel right easy,' and then he would let her go.

Filson Club Quarterly, v 10 p172, Draper Mss, Shane interview with Mrs. Hinds: “Hugh McGary was a creature without consideration, was by nature a savage. He married a Yocum. She had a bastard child, as well as he, when they married. He went to drive her bastard child off, she said, to drive off both, and they did.”

v 3 p 231: “The people of Harrodsburg used to consider McGary as a bluestring, rather cowardly man.”

p 20: Ft. Harrod, Harrodsburg, 1st four mothers to enter Western Wilderness: Mrs. Daniel Boone, Mrs. Hugh McGary, Mrs. William Dention, Mrs. Richard Hogan.

Dismissed 26 May 1828.

Samuel N. Yoakum

Mariah Thompson Davis stated in her History of Mercer and Boyle Counties, Kentucky, that Jesse Yocum and his father occasionally amused themselves by standing behind trees and shooting at each other. Jesse's story is best told in Collins' story of Jesse Yocum, in his History of Kentucky, v.2 p662, and in Major Hugh McGary's Payroll report found in the Frederick County, Virginia Records by Mrs. Josie Mae Clark. These are quoted below.

 “Following the Battle of Blue Licks: `Of the seven prisoners, four were killed by the Indians, as above, and the other three, Jesse Yocum, Lewis Rose, and Captain John McMurtry, were packed to the extent of their strength with the spoils of the day. With their captors, they were hurried next day across the Ohio River, at the mouth of Eagle Creek, seven miles below Limestone Creek (Maysville); thence passed Upper and Lower Sandusky, and the foot of the Miami Rapids (afterwards Fort Meigs), to Detroit, where they arrived on September 4th, and were delivered into the hands of the British. On the route, they were compelled several times to run the gauntlet, in Indian towns through which they passed. At one of them, Captain McMurtry was knocked down and fell senseless; the Indians jumped upon and stamped him, breaking several of his ribs. Jesse Yocum, by his skill in running close to the line of Indians, so avoided their clubs as to come out almost unhurt; and running up to a young Indian, by adroitness and great strength, picked him up and hurled him to the ground then, going up to another, all in a moment of time, he thrust his head between the Indian's legs and threw him over his head and jumping up, knocked his feet rapidly together in a manner novel to the Indians, crowed like a cock, and rallied them for being a pack of cowards. This singular exhibition of dexterity and spirit delighted the Indians, and an old chief promptly claimed Yocum as his man. But the gauntlet failed to satisfy the savage craving for fiendish cruelty, and the prisoners were condemned to be burned. Just as they were tied to the stake, and the torch was already applied to the fagots piled around, a storm of remarkable violence burst over their heads. The flashed of lightning increased in vividness; and louder and deeper rolled the thunder. Then the storm cloud broke, and the torrent from above extinguished the fires, the savages were struck with awe and reverence, and dared not relight them. The Great Spirit had interfered to save them, and would not permit them thus to die. Thereafter, they were treated with much more kindness and consideration.'”

“On September 18th the prisoners were forwarded to Montreal, and rigorously confined for a month; thence to Mont du Luc Island, and imprisoned until July, 1783, when they were exchanged and sent to Ticonderoga, reaching Harrodsburg, Kentucky August 28th. They were received almost as men from the dead.”

“Captain McMurtry was in several engagements afterwards, and fell in Harmar's Defeat in 1790. His name heads the list of honored dead of Kentucky engraved upon the Battle Monument.”

“Major Hugh McGary who led the charge at Blue Licks was a brother-in-law of Jesse Yocum, husband of Millie Yocum, an older sister of Jesse. Their home was on the site of the present Mercer County Courthouse.”

“Jesse married Diana (How) Denton in 1787. Her mother-in-law, Mrs. Denton, Mrs. McGary, and Mrs. Hogan were the three first white women in Kentucky.”

“Later, J. Stevens, a nephew of Jesse, stated that `Jesse Yocum lives in Texas, if still alive.'”

Frederick County, Virginia, Records:

Pay roll, I. P. D. 188 of Jesse Yoakum, Pri. and others of the Militia of Lincoln County who were taken prisoners at Blue Lick, defeated on 19 day of Aug. 1782, and who was released at Crown Point about 18 day of July 1783, and continued their journey without wilfull delays and arrived at home 27 days following. Time in service 373 days, pay per months, 62/3 ($6.67), total 24-17-4. Lincoln County. This day John McMurty came before me and made oath that the above pay roll is just and given under my hands 28 Apr 1784.

Family of Jesse Yocum ca 1760/61, as deduced from a statement of his nephew, J. Stevens, in an interview for the Draper Historical Collection of the University of Wisconsin, about 1840, who stated that Jesse had four children and, if still alive, lived in Texas. Jesse Yocum got a grant of 58 acres of land on March 27, 1829 in Southern Kentucky. The only descriptive point being `opposite Whitley County.' (Bk 2 p304, Kentucky Land Grants). However, Diana (How) Yocum had gotten a large tract of 1000 acres land apparently before her marriage to Jesse.

Letter from James Ray to Jesse Yocom, dated 13 Jan 1833, Mercer County, Kentucky:

“I take up my pen to let you know that I have not forgotton you. I have not hear one word from you for many years until this summer Samuel Dennis on his way to see you showed me a letter from you to him, about then days ago he left my house on his way home in good health. By him I learned that you and family was still in the Land of the Living, my family is generally in good health except myself. I have been very much afflicted for many years but still keep on my feet. Our relations here are in a common state of health. Samuel Dennis tells me you had some thought of coming to see us once more if so it would be truly gratifying to me and perhaps be of some service to yourself. Congress has past a law paying all those who performed services in the old war, if you were here I have no doubt but you could get pay for your services particularly for the time you was a prisoner and for any other services which you can prove. John Gritton and myself will be good evidence for you, the law is about this if you have served two years previous to the end of the war you will be intitled to 96 dollars during life or in that proportion for a life time. There will be two years pay coming to those who can establish their claims, on the 4th March next I think if you intend coming up no matter how soon you come, I expect on that day to draw 2 years pay. If you come nothing on my part will be lacking to serve you, here is the only place you can make such proof as will be sufficient to establish your claim.

My love to your wife and family and except for yourself my best wishes for your happiness through life.”

Otho Millard for $40,000 for Pamelia to serve as administratrix of Thomas' estate. Witnesses: David Cole and John Choate. Probate Section, Jefferson County Clerk's Office, Beaumont, Texas.

17 Nov 1841: the Clerk of the District Court in Natchitoches Parish issued a certificate certifying that from 1810 to the present date, there were no records of Jesse Yocum being prosecuted for murder. This certificate was published in the 20 Apr 1842 issue of the Telegraph and Texas Register. (Russell H. Bridges).

15 Aug 1842: the administrator of Christopher Yocum's estate, A. W. Desmuke, to show cause if there should not be a partition of Thomas' estate.

27 Dec 1842: James Armstrong petitioned that the estate of Thomas D. Yocum owed him money and that there was not lawful executor or administrator and that the estate is about to be entirely wasted to the loss of the creditors. He petitioned that Semien E. Watson be appointed administrator.

27 Jan 1843: Josiah C. Martin and Sidney E. Collins stated that they are bound with Pamelia in the administration of Thomas' estate. They accuse her of maladministration and request that in February they be released from any further liability. They further request that she be removed as administratrix and a suit be filed against her.

27 Oct 1843: J. B. Woods, administrator of the estate of Thomas D. Yocum, declared that Thomas had debts of about $1,000 when he died. He suggested that the 1500 acre tract, known as his Pine Island Tract, and the house and two lots in Beaumont be sold to pay his debts.

6 Feb 1844: appraisers appointed to appraised Thomas' estate. 1500 acres 30 cents per acre: $450 and lots 125 and 135 in Block 34 in Beaumont: $65. Total: $515.

3 Mar 1846: Hiram L. Thompson, of Liberty County, Texas, stated that he was the guardian of Annette Yocum, granddaughter of Thomas D. Yocum, and that she was entitled to a distributive share of his estate.

31 Jan 1842: Extract--Proclamation against the regulators--Signed by Sam Houston.

“Whereas, information has been communicated to the Executive, that certain individuals, residents of the Counties of Liberty and Jefferson, combined together under the name of `Regulators', have murdered one Thos. D. Yocum, of the County of Jefferson, burnt his late residence and appurtenances, and driven his widow and children from their home, and do still persist in persecuting her and preventing her by threats and violence from returning, or from collecting what remains of the property of said Yocum, deceased; and that the said individuals in connection with others, do still keep her and her family in constant apprehension for the safety of their lives; and are committing various other outrages.”

Russell H. Bridges wrote a defense of Thomas D. Yocum entitled Yocum: A Different Viewpoint (xerox copy in possession of Barbara Jean Evans). Bridges was a criminal investigator, specializing in homicide, and he examined Yocum's life 141 years after his death. He believed that the stories about Yocum, claiming he was a murderer and thief, were manufactured. Bridges states “it would appear that a dreadful mistake was made by those who killed Yocum and that some hoary stories were manufactured about him to cover the mistake; the tales are without corroboration.” Following is such a story, from The Morning Star, 7 Oct 1841, Houston, Texas, p2:

“The citizens of Jasper and Jefferson have lately been thrown into a state of excitement owing to the `lynching' of a man named Thomas Yocum. It seems this man for several years excited the suspicions of his neighbors by his connection with a gang of villains who were constantly engaged in swindling, robbery, or murder. He resided at a place styled the Pine Islands near the Neches River. Many negroes, fine horses, and cattle stolen from different sections, have often been traced to his home, and there the trails disappeared. Once a fine horse that was stolen in Liberty was traced directly to his stable, but not found. A suit was brought against him and he was arraigned for stealing the horses but, by means of suborned witnesses, he proved that he was in a distant part of the country when the horse was stolen, and was acquitted. The gang connected to him, it is supposed, were in the habit of taking the stolen property to Louisiana, where it was sold and the proceeds placed in his hands. It has long been reported that several murders have been committed at his home. One of his negroes confessed that he had committed seven murders; and it was currently reported that he had aided in the commission of thirteen murders in Louisiana. It is further said that his father, who lives on the Sabine, has been arraigned seven times for murder before the Court at Natchitoches and each time acquitted. The son seems to have followed his example. Horses, saddles, and other articles belonging to persons who have suddenly disappeared have been found in his possession, but no proff could be adduced that he had any agency in murdering them. A few years since a young man named Wylie with a large amount of money, put up at his house over night and was never heard of afterwards. His friends suspected that Yocum had murdered him, but could find no evidence to con...suspicion; but his crimes were perpetrated with impunity.

A few weeks since he was detected in the attempt to swindle a man residing on Cedar Bayou, and it is believed, had laid plans to murder him. This roused the indignation of the many respectable citizens and they went to him and told him to leave the county. He promised to obey, but soon after, collected several of his gang and boasted that a large force of the citizens would join in his defense. This conduct exasperated the party that had notified him to leave the county; and they united to the number of 150, proceeded to his house, and not finding him home, removed the women and children, and burnt the house to the ground. A part of the same company went in pursuit of Yocum and found him at the house of one of his relatives on Cypress Bayou. They immediately secured him and started with him toward the Trinity. A day or two afterwards he was found dead in a prairie near the San Jacinto, pierced with five rifle balls. It was reported that he had attempted to escape and was shot while running away.

Thus has perished one of the most singular men that has disgraced our Republic since the days of LaFitte; whether he merited the punishment that has been summarily inflicted will, perhaps, never be ascertained by the ordinary rules of judicial investigation, but this is certain, if he was innocent, the vengeance of Him who has said, `Whosoever sheddeth man's blood, by man shall his blood be shed,' will assuredly reach the authors of his death.”

Christopher Yocum (son of Thomas D. and Pamelia (Peace) Yocum)

17 Oct 1835-5 Nov 1835: marched from the Teneha District with Captain John M. Bradley and the “Libery Volunteers.”  Henry Peace served with him. According to Bradley, by 21 Nov 1835, all but three of his men had deserted since they had been in the army.

The San Augustine Redlander Edition, 30 Sept 1841:

“...The least objectionable of all Yocum's tribe, one of his sons, Christopher, perhaps the only one against whom some heinous crime could not have been established, had married but a short time before the general breaking up of the gang. His wife refused to accompany him or follow him, but promised to live with him if he would return; and, after waiting a year, he determined to do so. Whether this was a mere ruse to obtain a foothold again, and to provide a house of refuge for others to carry out their threated revenge, I know not, but it proved a fatal affair for him. As soon as the sheriff heard of his presence, he immediately put him in jail at Beaumont, in order to save his life, and if possible assist him to escape. But all precautions were useless. The people rose immediately upon hearing of Yocum's arrival, and taking him out of jail, hung him upon the first tree. Thus was entirely destroyed the branch of the Murrel gang in Liberty County...

The Morning Star, Houston, Texas, 7 Oct 1841, p2:

“The son was captured and put in jail. It was reported that he hung himself, but Capt. Carey thinks others fixed the rope.””

“The Pontiac War suddenly burst out in June 1763. It had been planned with great secrecy by the `red men' and was designed as a simultaneous attack along the whole western frontier. To Cornstalk, a Shawnee chieftain of unusual ability, was assigned the task of dealing a heavy blow on the Greenbrier and the settlement to the southeast. With a strong band he fell upon the unsuspecting Greenbrier settlements and in a day or two had blotted them out. One Conrad Yoakum outdistanced the Indians in their progress to Jackson's River and gave warning to the people around Fort Mann. The settler could hardly credit the report, yet they gathered into the block house and sent a courier to Fort Young, 10 miles down the river. Captain Moffat Phillips set out with 60 men to their relief. The scouts kept cautiously along the river bank the entire distance. But when the main body reached the horseshoe peninsula immediately below the fort they thought to save time by marching across the creek. As a result of their imprudence they fell into an ambuscade and lost 15 of their number, the survivors retreating.”

John Yocom age 87, entered the service May 1780 when a resident of Augusta County, Virginia under Gen. Clark, Col. Morgan, Major William Lowder and under Capt. George Jackson, 6 months.

He states he marched by land from Augusta County, Virginia to Morgantown and then too water to Ft. Pitt (Pittsburgh). From there down the Ohio River to Louisville, Kentucky, landing on 25 Aug. After six months he served a tour of two months in Kentucky on the Ohio River as a private guarding the Frontier settlements, under Rowland Thompson.

He was not able to appear in court because of age.

From John Yocom's pension file:

“I, William Yocum, a resident of Clay County and State of Indiana do hereby certify that I do well recollect of meeting John Yocum about the time by him above stated [this refers to the later `tour' on the Ohio], in the Wilderness part of Kentucky I think on Richland Creek he was then on foot and had a gun and I think a knapsack on his back. my father was there on his way to Kentucky, they halted and talked together. I then understood by their conversation that the above John Yocom had with my father that he had then been out on a campaign in Kentucky at Louisville under General Clark. he then stated he was on his way to the state of Virginia and I well recollect that in a few years after that the said John Yocum moved on to Kentucky. he lived on my father's plantation and continued to live in that neighborhood for several years during which time I frequently heard him and my father conversing together respecting their services in the Revolutionary War. I still understood by him of having served the Six months Tour above named by him and also heard him state that he served two months Tour on the Ohio River In Kentucky and frequently heard him and my father talking about their ages. I think he had no record of his age but from the best account he could get he was some older than my father, perhaps two or three years, my father was born in the year 1750 agreeable to record. And do further certify that I have been acquainted with the above named John Yocum for the space of 45 years past, he was a good farmer, a hard laboring man and a man of truth...and I do believe his oath is entitled to Credit. Given this Eleventh Day of August 1834.

“Boone has recorded in his own quaint phraseology an incident of his life during this summer, which shows how eagerly such a little band of frontiersmen read a book, and how real its characters became to their minds. He was encamped with five other men on Red River, and they had with them for their `amusement the history of Samuel Gulliver's travels, wherein he gave an account of his young master, Glumdelick, careing (sic) him on a market day for a show to a town called Lulbegrud.' In the party who, amid such strange surroundings, read and listened to Dean Swift's writings was a young man named Alexander Neely. One night he came into camp with two Indian scalps, taken from a Shawnee village he had found on a creek running into the river; and he announced to the circle of grim wilderness veterans that he had been that day to Lulbegrud, and had killed two Brobdignags in their capital. To this day the creek by which the two luckless Shawnees lost their lives is known as Lulbegrud Creek.” (Deposition of Daniel Boone, 15 Sept 1796. Possibly “John” William. In several of his deeds, he was called “Will.” He was a minister, farmer, and second member of the State Legislature. One of William and Sarah's children may have married a Stewart or Webster.

History of Clay and Owen Counties. Charles Blanchard. F. A. Battey and Co. Pub. 1884, p323:

 “Elder Wm. Yocum was an early minister of the Christian Church and held public worship at various places in the township as long ago as 1825, but no organization was effected until four years later. The Bee Ridge Christian (New Light) Church was organized in 1829 at the residence of Lewis Fortner, with a good membership. Among early members were Lewis Fortner, A. F. Cabbage, and F. B. Yocum.

The present house of worship was erected in 1870. It is a frame structure 20 x 36 ft. in size and contains a commodious audience room with a seating capacity of 250 persons. The society has always maintained religious services and is one of the aggressive organizations of the county. The present officials are F. B. Yocum, John T. Philips and John Acres, Elders; William F. Downing, Deacon; L. G. S. Stewart, Clerk and Treasurer; F. B. Yocum, A. D. Cabbage and Solomon Garner, Trustees. W. T. Anderson is supt. of the Union S. S. which has an average attendance of sixty scholars.”

“Prominent among the pioneers of the township was Wm. Yocum who came here from Kentucky in the year 1827, and entered a tract of land in Section Four a few years later. In company with him came his sons, Levi, John, Isom, Jesse and Frank, all of whom became leading citizens of the county and were prominently identified with its growth and development. Mr. Yocum was a man of much more than ordinary intelligence and business tact. He took an active part in the political questions of the day and was several times elected to represent the county in the lower house of the State Legislature. He was a resident of Posey Township until the time of his death in 1840. Of his sons who came with him, but one (Frank) is living at the present time, of whom a more extended notice will be found in the biographical chapter of Dick Johnson Township.”

Hazel Rupert Evans: “Emma Rupert, daughter of John S. Downing, always said her great uncle William Yocom (F. B. Yocum?) set aside a room in his house for worship until the Bee Ridge Christian church, a log structure, was built.”

From John Yocom's pension file:

“I, William Yocum, a resident of Clay County and State of Indiana do hereby certify that I do well recollect of meeting John Yocum about the time by him above stated [this refers to the later `tour' on the Ohio], in the Wilderness part of Kentucky I think on Richland Creek he was then on foot and had a gun and I think a knapsack on his back. my father was there on his way to Kentucky, they halted and talked together. I then understood by their conversation that the above John Yocom had with my father that he had then been out on a campaign in Kentucky at Louisville under General Clark. he then stated he was on his way to the state of Virginia and I well recollect that in a few years after that the said John Yocum moved on to Kentucky. he lived on my father's plantation and continued to live in that neighborhood for several years during which time I frequently heard him and my father conversing together respecting their services in the Revolutionary War. I still understood by him of having served the Six months Tour above named by him and also heard him state that he served two months Tour on the Ohio River In Kentucky and frequently heard him and my father talking about their ages. I think he had no record of his age but from the best account he could get he was some older than my father, perhaps two or three years, my father was born in the year 1750 agreeable to record. And do further certify that I have been acquainted with the above named John Yocum for the space of 45 years past, he was a good farmer, a hard laboring man and a man of truth...and I do believe his oath is entitled to Credit. Given this Eleventh Day of August 1834.

Aunt Polly furnished a silver dime which was melted to make a little bullet with which the witch's picture was shot. The bewitched woman was said to have recovered immediately.”

Hazel Rupert Evans: Lewis Fortner was three times elected to the Indiana legislature.

“The Yocom girl who married Lewis Fortner--they had a lot of children. She became a widow and being poor, spent winters `visiting' relatives. Hazel Rupert Evans said `she came to Grandpa Downing's in the dead of winter and spent 2 or 3 weeks. She always got her children around the fireplace (the only heat except the kitchen stove) and they crowded out the Downing chidren who were always happy to see them go! She always told the Downing children to give `old Jim', her horse, exactly 19 ears of corn--the horse never cared to eat this much so the children put in enough corn cobs to make a total of 19 with the ones the horse wanted. The horse would slobber over them and everthing looked normal to her when she checked, which she always did.'”

He was a minister of the gospel. That in itself was elevatin' enough, but out'n beyond that Uncle Frank was a member of the State Legislature. Wouldn't that give any family class? With a Capital C! He was really something to talk about. Many an evening they set about the fireplace and talked about how wonderful it was to have somebody in the family like Uncle Frank. They all had a big dose of the Downing pride, but Uncle Frank really gave them good reason to hold their heads up high.”

Harold M. Yoakum: Valentine Yoakum born 1721 died 1773 is the seventh son of Francis and Millie (Felty) Yoakum (Yochem) born in New Amsterdam, followed his family to Pennsylvania. Then, to the northern neck of Virginia, and settled for a while on land near Peach Creek, a tributary of the south branch of the Potomac or Wappenconnec River, this is in what was then called Hampshire County, Virginia, and now a part of Hardy County, West Virginia. This area was part of a six million acre land grant from the King of England to Lord Fairfax, who encouraged the immigrants from Pennsylvania to settle the area. The Potomac River was then called “Appatomak” by the Indians and later became known by the English name of Potomac. History has it that George Washington was a part of the survey group employed by Lord Fairfax to mark the area into lots and estates, and one Phillip Yoakum worked with Washington on the survey on this huge land grant, which King Charles II made to Lord Fairfax in 1649.

Valentine was one of the settlers arriving to this area in the 1750's, after the Sees, Stumps and Harness families had gone there in the 1740's. Original families had to pack the running gears of their wagons on horses over the mountains and roll the wagon wheels hand over hand.

Previous researchers indicate that Valentine was married (his wife's name and background are lost to the elements of time and early death). His known children are George I, Elizabeth and Sarah. There probably were other children, but no other names are recorded. All his children were born in Hampshire County.

Apparently encouraged by his brothers, Valentine moved his family to Muddy Creek in Greenbrier County, Virginia, and established Yoakum's Station in the year 1771, a frontier Trading Post for settlers.

There had been an uprising against the settlers on Muddy Creek in which Valentine's older brother Felty and Frederick See had been massacred by Indians, herein reported in preceding section of this report. Other early settlers of this area, including Mathias and Conrad Yoakum had been forced to leave their homesteads in this same area. By early 1779 the area was under the control of Captain John Stuart of the State Militia, and more settler including Mathias Yoakum, were again taking up the offer of 100 acres of free land to every man who planted 1 acre of ground to corn and took up residence there. This was the so-called “Corn Right” referred to in the book Indian Wars of Western Virginia.

One wonders why our forefather, Valentine, would leave his home and twenty years fruits of his ground breaking at Peach Creek, in Hampshire County, Virginia (now West Virginia), to take his family over the Allegheny and down the Greenbrier River valley to the new wilderness of Muddy Creek. One fact does stand out in that the Yoakum men were all large and strong men with pioneering spirits.

Family history taken from the family record as written by Henderson King Yoakum, great grandson of Valentine Yoakum, and found by other researchers in the Tennessee Records of Acklen, describe the demise of Valentine and most of his family, he was tomahawked by a Shawnee Indian at Yoakum's Station, on Muddy Creek, in Greenbrier County, Virginia,in 1773. The only member of the fmaily at the station at the time of the massacre to escape death was Valentine's youngest son George, who was described as swift of foot and great strength. He killed three Indians with a frying pan handle, which he had jerked from one as he passed through, and there ended the battled of “The Bloody Muddy” at Yoakum's Station. Two of Valentine's daughters, Elizabeth and Sarah, were spared death by reportedly being away from the station at the time of the attack. Elizabeth, recorded as Elizabeth Youlekem, was married to John Shewmaker in Greenbrier County, (West) Virginia on August 3, 1782. Sarah, recorded as Yokecome, was married on July 22, 1785 to Peter Van Bebber in Rockingham County, Virginia.

“I hereby certify that George Yocum, and Peter Van Bebber served as scouts from the 2nd day of May to 8th day of June, both days included, in this county, and found their own rations. Given under my hands this 14 day of June 1783.” Samuel McClung, Greenbrier County, 17 July 1783.

From a letter written in 1907 by George M. Yoakum to Robert Yoakum (son of William Tunstill Yoakum of Leavenworth County, Kansas, and a descendant of George Yoakum and Mary Ann Maddy):

“I am the son of Aaron Yoakum and the grandson of Isaac Yoakum. I do not remember the name of my great-grandfather. The names of my grandfather and his brothers were, Isaac, George, Jesse, Robert and Felty. George left Powell's Valley and went to Tazewell (Tennessee). Jesse sold out and went to Missouri, Felty to some point in middle Tennessee. I do not know of him afterward. The Yoakums here (Claiborne County, Tennessee) are descendants of Robert and Isaac, those of Texas, of George, and those of Missouri of Jesse. The home of Jesse can still be seen in Missouri. It is my impression that the descendants of Felty also went west. I have never met or heard of any of them in Tennessee. My grandfather and his brothers jointly owned several thousand acres in Powell's Valley around Yoakum's Station; the old block house was located 14 miles southwest of Cumberland Gap on the farm now owned by Russell Brothers, signs of which can yet be seen.” (The acreage mentioned is part of the Henderson Grant of 300,000 acres.)”

John Calvin Yoakum, a great grandson of Isaac, is reported to have told Yoakum researchers that his grandfather, Marcellus Yoakum, hid his meat in the tomb during the Civil War to keep the soldiers from stealing it from him.

One source says that Marcellus and his family were listed with Isaac in 1850; another source said that William lived with Isaac.

George M. Yoakum, grandson of Isaac, said: “My grandfather and his brothers owned jointly several thousand acres in Powell's Valley around Yoakum Station. The old blockhouse was located 14 miles southwest of Cumberland Gap on the farm now owned by Russell Brothers, signs of which can yet be seen. Near it is an old graveyard.”

Harold B. Yoakum: Martha and Isaac lived out their married life in Powell's Valley, Claiborne County, Tennessee, near Tazewell and Speedwell, Tennessee. They became rather well-to-do farmers, even with the responsibilities of raising a large family.

First, I direct that my funeral expenses and all my debts that I may die possessed of or may first come into the hands of my executors.

Secondly, I give and bequeath to my son George Yoakum the lower part of my plantation where I now live beginning at the Valley Road near the gate at the pond; thence with the fence near the barn to the cross fence down the valley to opposite the east fence on the peach orchid (sic); thence with said fence then a strate line across the ridge to another cross fence running with that cross to the new road.

Third, I bequeath to my son, Marcellus Yoakum the land where I now live beginning at the Valley Road on the Root Tract and near the house where John Treece now lives and with a row of peach trees until it comes opposite to a fence that runs up and down the Valley thence eastward with said fence to the line that was between Moss and Root before I bought from them with a new fence that I made near the line to the new road thence all the land on the south side of the road tract to the river. I wish to have equally divided between George Yoakum and Marcellus Yoakum for the benefit of the timber to both their farms.

Fourth, I bequeath to my son Thomas Yoakum beginning at the Valley Road at a corner, the black smith shop thence down the road near John Treece house to the line designated as Marcellus line thence with Marcellis said line to the Moss line on the new fence spoken of thence with Marcellases to the new road thence eastwardly with said northwardly to the Baley Road thence with said road to the beginning. Then I wish the balance of Moss tract south of the new road to the river divided equally between Thomas Yoakum and Aaron Yoakum for the timber to both the farms.

Fifth, I bequeath to my son Aaron Yoakum the land he now lives on beginning on the Valley Road thence northwardly with the dry lot line and with the courses of my deed so as to include all the lands I have on the north side of the Valley Road. Then I wish to divide the Sugar Hollow land on Powell's River equally between George and Marcellus and Thomas and Aaron Yoakum.

Sixth, Next I bequeath to my son John Yoakum one thousand dollars of which amount he has already received five hundred dollars.

Seventh, Next I bequeath to my son Moses Yoakum also one thousand dollars of which amount he had received five hundred dollars.

Eighth, I next bequeath to my daughter Betty Elizabeth Vanbebber also one thousand dollars of which amount she has received five hundred dollars, all to be paid when or as soon that amount is made out of my property after my death and if there should not be property sufficient to make said fifteen hundred dollars, then in that case George, Marcellus, Thomas, and Aaron, the four that got the land, must equally pay each their portion to make balance if any shall lack.

Ninth, I next bequeath to my son, William Yoakum, One Thousand Dollars which is to be paid out of my estate after my death and it is my wish to have the above amount placed in the hands of a guardian to be paid to him as he may need it as I think he would waste it and not make proper use of it. I therefore wish to appoint Isaac Thomas as his guardian.

“Ninth, I next bequeath to my son, William Yoakum, One Thousand Dollars which is to be paid out of my estate after my death and it is my wish to have the above amount placed in the hands of a guardian to be paid to him as he may need it as I think he would waste it and not make proper use of it. I therefore wish to appoint Isaac Thomas as his guardian.”

Isaac died about the same year that William moved with his family to Missouri and this inheritance may have helped William and Nancy to get started as farmers in Ray County.

This is known in the area as the Yoakum Homeplace and is where James in his younger and more prosperous days was noted for his fine horses of Tennessee breeding. The Ray County History Book, published in 1973, shows James in a reproduced photograph pictured on one of these fine horses in front of the Knoxville Hotel. James was a very respected citizen of Ray County, and is remembered as a rather aristocratic and neatly dressed personage, but also very soft spoken and gentle with his family, neighbors, and friends. Henderson Grant: “By a private act of the April 1783 session of the North Carolina Legislature, two hundred thousand acres of land were granted to Richard Henderson and others to be laid out in one survey and within the following boundary: beginning at the old Indian town in Powell's Valley [about two miles northeast of Yoakum's Station] and running down Powell's River, not less than four miles in width on one or both sides thereof to the junction of Powell's River and Clinch River, then down Clinch River on one or both sides, not less than twelve miles in length for the said complement of 200,000 acres. The act specifies how this land shall be divided between Henderson and his eight associates. The consideration of this grant was the expense, risk, and trouble of the grantees in making a purchase of lands from the Cherokees in the year 1774-75 and to extinguish their title to the lands so purchasesd.” Historical accounts do not mention a Yoakum was one of the eight associates.

Philip Powell Yoakum
Mrs. J. M. (Shirley) Yoakum of Duncanville, Texas, stated that Philip Powell Yoakum was supposedly a son of Heinrich Yoakum of New Amsterdam and Greenbrier County, Virginia. She also says that Dr. Smith, in his Yocum book, has her family in Fannin County, Texas, all confused. She also says, “A story that I have heard is that Philip Powell Yoakum came from Virginia over the mountains and settled in West Virginia, which means he would be connected with the Virginia branch of Yoakums.”

The Yocum book by Smith says Phillip Powell Yokem emigrated from Germany, via Holland, in 1720.

According to History of West Virginia and Its People, Peter Joachim came from Sweden and helped to settle the Wicaco settlement near Philadelphia several years before the coming of William Penn when the country along the Delaware was new Sweden. He moved to Swedes Ford, Montgomery County, Pennsylvania in 1682. In 1712 he settled at Upper Marion, Pennsylvania. In 1693, there were 9 in his family. In the colonial records of the year, the name of Mounce Yocum is also found. He may have been a brother. Philip Powell Yokum was probably a son or grandson of Peter Joachim.

All the time I [?] had the impression they were sons, all three of them of Philip Powell Yokum.
