21 Nov 1831: estate probated. Fayette County, Indiana Probate Order Book p61. Widow Lydia declined to administer her husband’s estate which was administered by her son Samuel with Joseph Mulkins and Jacob Payton, (Lydia’s sons-in-law - the estate was valued at $150, bond for $300 secured by Joseph Mulkins and Jacob Payton.

13 Nov 1833: In a report of Samuel Hutchings administrator of the estate of Gabriel Hutchings, deceased were listed these heirs: Lois Payton, Hannah Perine, Jane Mulkins, Samuel Hutchings, William Hutchings' heirs - 6 infant children, Mary Hougham's heirs - 3 infant children. Fayette County, Indiana Probate Book B p139.

21 Nov 1831: Lydia Hutchings, the widow of Gabriel Hutchings brought in to court pension certificate #17045 issued to her husband for his service in the Revolutionary War. The entry stated that Gabriel was inscribed on the pension list of the Ohio Agency at the rate of $8 per month. Henry Hinkle and Samuel Hutchings testified as to Lydia’s relationship with Gabriel. Fayette County, Indiana Probate Book B p62.

17 Feb 1852: Samuel Hutchings, a son, was appointed administrator November 21, 1831 of the estate of Gabriel Hutchings who died October 13, 1831, with Joseph Mulkins and jacob payton as securities. Lydia Hutchings listed as Gabriel’s widow. Hugh McGreer and William Ross appraised the personal property which included several promissory notes. Gabriel’s heirs were listed as: the widow, Lois Payton, Hannah Perrine, Jane Mulkins, Samuel Hutchings, William Hutching’s heirs being six infant children, Mary Hougham’s heirs, being three in number in 1834. John Hutchings was appointed administrator of this estate by the court of Delaware County as Samuel died. William’s six infant children listed as: John, Mary, Lydia, Gabriel, Prudence and Luisa H. Hutchings of whom Mary died without issue. Mary Houghamm’s three heirs were not known by name to the present administrator or their address. Fayette County, Indiana Probate Book A p263.
