Nothing Doubling but at the General Rescitation I Shall Receive ye Same with power and as Touching of Such worldly Estate as God hath been Pleased to Bless me with I give and Dispose in ye manner and form as follows ‑

Item I Give to my Dearly Beloved wife Elizabeth Barbree my Gray mare and Sadle ______ my wife and Small Children _______ all my Flock of Cattle and hogs and by my Executors to be divided among my Children as they Shall think proper.

Item I Give to my Son Jessie Barbree one Desk.

Item I Give to my Son Peter Barbree one Tract or parcel of Land Lying in ye Island of Coneto containing one hundred and Seventeen acres of Land and after his mothers Death or widowhood I Give to him my Grate Bible.

Item I Give to my Dearly Beloved Daughter Mary Barbree one Spinning Wheel.

Item I Give to my Son James Barbree one hundred acres of Land Lying on East side of ye Road _______ by Samuel Ganer.

Item I Give to my Son Stansell Barbree my Blacksmiths Tools.

Item I Give to my Son John Barbree ye Lower part of ye Land whereon I Now Live and ye Mannor plantation to my Beloved Son Isaac Barbaree to be Divided Between them as my Executor Shall think proper. I likewise Lend to ye use of my Children my Still.

Item I Give to my Beloved Daughter Rhoda Barbree one Cow and Calf.

Item I Give to my Daughter Martha Barbree one Cow and Calf.

Item I Give to my Daughter Susannah Barbree one Cow and Calf.

I likewise Lend to my Beloved wife During of her Natural Life or Widowhood my Negro man ________ And after that to be Divided at ye Discression of my Exct. Between James Barbree, Stansell Barbree and John Barbree. I likewise Leeve all my household Good to be Divided as my Executors think propper after ye Death or Widohood of my wife. I likewise Constitute and appoint Jesse Barbre and John Stansell as my Executors of this my Last Will and Testament. In Witness whereof I have unto Set my hand and affix my Seal this Day and year above Written. Peter  his X mark  Barbree. Signed Sealed and Delivered in presents of us ye Subscribers John Stansell, James Barbre, Sarah her X mark Stansell.

It is further ordered that there be judgment in favor of plaintiff against defendant in her said capacity of administratrix for 9/12s of the sum of $608 with legal interest thereon from the 28th of June 1848 until paid.

It is further ordered that there be Judgment in favor of Margaret Elizabeth Bruland each for one-half of the said sum of $608 with legal interest from June 28th 1848 against said defendant and that defendant pay the costs of this trial. Latter Day Saints Film #876611.

Stephen Barbre, Sr. used to invite everyone over to "stay over and spend the night or even a few days" with him. This included people from river boats up and down the river or just a passerby whom he did not even know. The welcome mat was always out! This seems to be a Barbre family trait as even today Barbres go out of their way to encourage visitors and guests "to stay and spend a spell with them."  Many times the family would get up in the morning and realize that someone other than a family member had spent the night in the house - the doors were never locked.

One story is told of a young lady who, accompanied by her son, got off a boat at Barbre's Landing to meet her husband. The husband was not there and did not come for several years. Meanwhile she and her small son lived with the Barbre family until her husband did arrive to claim his family. That was a difficult day as they all had become great friends and parting was very sorrowful.

Another story concerns a young school teacher - Miss Amelia Brown who came to Barbre' Landing to teach school and stayed with the Barbre family approximately nine years. She married a man by the name of "Casey" - their daughter was named Amelia Josephine and while she was an infant her mother died. It is not certain what became of the father. Grandmama Barbre gave the baby to a Mrs. Bentley who was described as a "very nice lady of means", because Grandmama Barbre said she could do more for Amelia Josephine than she could. The baby later became the wife of Dr. Gordon Morgan who practiced medecine in Melville, Louisiana. These stories were related by Angie Barbre, granddaughter of Stephen Barbre, Sr.

   In later years, the Barbre home was occupied by Stephen's sisters-in-law Augustine Turner Ratliff (Aunt Teen) and Sally Turner Hawthorne (Aunt Sally) until the home was eventually claimed by the river and lost. Rubye B. Jung.

He felt it to be his duty to do all he could as a laborer in the vineyard of his Divine Master. He was devoutly pious, manifested strong affection for the Saviour, and deep sympathy for his fellow creatures. He was a friend to every mode of doing good. Though deprived of the advantages of much education in early life, he became a warm friend to our Education Society, and assisted in its formation. Tempberance missions and other benevolent operations received his support. He has left behind to mourn his loss, and in destitute circumstances, a widow and nine children.”

“…After his removal to this State Eli Barbre farmed and preached near Paris until 1835, when came to this county and made his home in Island Grove Township, operating land belonging to Thomas Ray. His next place of abode was Loami, and his final residence Waverly, Morgan County, where he died in 1846. Barbara Jean Barbre Evans: “Julia Stites was visiting in Farmersburg when they met. They were divorced—he was in love with a Helen Mitzler of Indianapolis who would not marry him as he was divorced. Leonard died of typhoid fever, but brother William always said he died of a broken heart. Julia was a witch spelled with a b.”

“Never in Carlisle was the news of one’s death received with such a genuine show of sorrow as when the news of the death of the Rev. Leonard V. Barbre was received here Monday morning at about eleven o’clock. Rev. Barbre was the pastor of the Carlisle Christian church and was highly respected by his congregation and loved for his goodness by every person in Carlisle and vicinity. He was one of the most popular ministers ever holding a pastorate in Carlisle and he will be greatly missed for many years to come not only here but wherever his influence for good had been expended. He was ‘a man’s man,’ broad minded, sincere in all of his doings and a worker of state wide reputation for the cause of Christ.

Rev. Barbre had been paster of the Carlisle Christian church for the past three years and before coming here had among other charges held pastorates in the Second and College Avenue Christian churches of Terre Haute and the Farmersburg Christian church. He was president of the County Sunday School Association and was prominent in the Sunday School world. At the time he came to Carlisle the local church was small in membership and attendance. As the result of his efforts the church has a large membership and the Sunday School has grown until it is now known as one of the best…a series of revival meetings. He was compelled to return to Carlisle about October 27th on account of ill health and …days later was taken to the home of his parents, Mr. and Mrs. John Barbre, in Farmersburg, his ailment being pronounced as typhoid fever. His condition steadily grew worse from that time on and for a week previous to his death but little hope was entertained by friends and relatives for his recovery. A few days previous to his death the fever left but he was unable to take nourishment and on Monday morning the high temperature returned and althought he had made a hard fight for his life vitality had ebbed so low that the end soon came, death coming to relieve his sufferings at about 10:30 o’clock Monday morning.

Rev. Barbre was born near Farmersburg July 7, 1872, being at the time of death 39 years, 5 months and 11 days of age. He was graduate from Cloverdale High School and also attended DePauw University for nearly two years. In 1903 he graduated from the Iowa Christian College, having takien a correspondence course in that institution. He had been engaged in the ministry for twenty-one years. When ten years of age he met with an accident in a cane mill which cost him the loss of his left arm but never once was heard to complain of this misfortune…[newspaper clipping torn. The headline said he was sick seven long weeks.]”

He was a high school teacher at Columbus, Ind., and had worked for the Connecticut Chamber of Commerce. He was executive vice president of the Pittsfield, Mass., Chamber of Commerce from 1927-1957. Mr. Barbre was a 50-year Mason and a 50-year member of the Order of the Eastern Star.”

Obituary from The Bershire Eagle: “William T. Barbre, 80, executive secretary of the Pittsfield Chamber of Commerce from 1927-1937, died last night at the home of his son-in-law and daughter, Dr. and Mrs. Rupert Evans, Champagne, Ill.

A native of Indiana, Mr. Barbre came to Pittsfield from Hartford where he had been field secretary of the Connecticut Chamber of Commerce. He left Pittsfield to return to his home in Indiana where he had extensive farm holdings which required his personal attention.
More than 150 persons attended the largest annual dinner the Chamber of Commerce had had to date, to honor Mr. Barbre when he left here. Many tributes were paid him at the dinner, perhaps the most outstanding by Mayor Allen H. Bagg who described Mr. Barbre as ‘One of the finest men I ever knew.’

Robert D. Fuller, western area manager of the New England Telephone Co., made the presentation of the evening and paid tribute to ‘Bill Barbre, the man’ expressing the appreciation of the chamber group for ‘qualities of personality and character which had enabled Mr. Barbre to maintain a position of leadership in community affairs.’

Mr. Barbre taught the largest Bible class for men in the city while here at the First Baptist Church. Attendance frequently exceeded 100.

Among chamber programs undertaken under his guidance were citizens’ playground programs, river banks clearance work, Pittsfield Airport, introduction of the snow train movement, institution of the municipal planning board and assistance with the Onota Lake Trout Rearing Association. One of his strongest interests was curbing illicit stock sales and promoters of fake merchandising schemes.

He had 100 per cent attendance in Rotary Club while here and was program chairman for a year. In 1936, he was elected president of the New England Association of Commercial Executives. He had offers while in Pittsfield to direct at least two state Chambers of Commerce, but declined. He was a member of the executive committee of the Berkshire Council, Boy Scouts of America. In the Advertising Club, Mr. Barbre gave reviews of business conditions at each biweekly meeting. He was secretary for two years.

Survivors beside his daughter, include his wife, three grandchildren, and a sister, Mrs. Malinda Stanley, Paragon, Ind. The funeral will be Monday at 2 p.m. from the Lutz Funeral Home, Edinburgh, Ind.”

Possible meaning of this name - local - dweller at the top of the hill - Cornish bar, top and BRE, hill. Barberie (1) personal - local belonging to Barberie, a parish near Falaise, Normandy; (2) son of Barbara the stranger; (3) English - once popularly Barberry, Barbara was a favorite front name in the surname period; (4) Norman-French - Barberie was famous of old (1170) for its abby; (5) 1581 - Barbery Marbeck and William Grosse married at Saint Antholin, London, 1609 - Helline, daughter of Henrie Barbery buried Saint James, Clerkenwell, 1715 - Catherine Barberry and Francis Lee married Saint James, Clerkenwell. The Barberie Family

"Among the thousands of Protestants who left Frances to escape the evils imposed upon them by Lewis XIV, were the ancestors of the Barberies. They settled at New Rochelle, in the State of New York.  The burial ground of Saint Peter's Church contains the only visible memorial of the residence in Amboy [New Jersey] of any descendant of the family. A plain stone bears the inscription "John Barberie, aged 50 years, died July 23d, 1770".

The name first enters upon the records in March, 1702/3, in a petition to the proprietors for a house lot - the prayer of which was granted on condition that the house be built within a year. The petitioner is presumed to have been the father of John Barberie above mentioned, and the same gentleman whose name is met with as one of the Council of New York or New Jersey, during the administrations of Governors Hunter, Burnet and Mongomerie.

There is a traditionary statement that the subject of this sketch - the possessor of the tombstone - was the eldest of four brothers (none of the others, however, resided in Amboy) who, through some folly or superstition of their parents, shared but TWO names among them: the first being called JOHN, the second PETER, the third JOHN-PETER and the fourth PETER-JOHN.

Mr. Barberie was a gentleman of pleasing manners and address, occasionally marred by exhibitions of temper, and extremely proud of his birth and family connections. His residence was the house of late years known as the Lewis Place. At the time of his death he was Collector of Customs for the  Port, and "well respected in that office". He married Gertrude, daughter of Andrew Johnston...they had five sons and four daughters." Early History of Perth Amboy (New Jersey), Whitehead p123.

[The need to own a "piece of ground", even if it were no more than a lot in a cemetery, was, and is, very important to men and women. In virtually all parts of the world it was highly unlikely that one could get land unless his parents owned it, and few parents did. This meant, in turn, that your children probably would be no better off than you were. English North America was different. British citizens could secure land easily, even if they had been convicts or indentured servants. This was not true for immigrants from other countries, however.

In Colonial days, there were only two ways in which an alien could qualify to own real estate in England or her Colonies. The preferred way was for the alien to become a naturalized citizen, the second and faster way was to obtain a denizen certificate. After a denizen certificate was approved, the alien's names was written in the "denizen book" and he received a certificate stating that the official had seen his name in the denizen book. Thus John made the decision to obtain a denizen certificate and own land in New York City. BJE]
